them, many scrutinize the individual for a mis-

step or mistake.  They await their chance to 

proclaim, òSee!  We told you so.  Blacks, gays, 

women (people different from the  

scrutinizers) are not suited for the task!ó 

         Antoinette (Nettie) Brown was the first 

woman ordained into ministry  by a major  

denomination, the Congregational Church, a 

forebear of our United Church of Christ.   

 February Kirkland Congregational Church  

observes and celebrates òWomen in Ministry.ó  

We acknowledge all the women through the 

ages who minister: in homes, hospitals and 

hospices, in classrooms, operating rooms and 

offices, in Sunday schools, sanctuaries and 

pulpits.

 Too often we use the clich® ñIt seems like yester-
dayò, but for many of us with long memories---and 
longevity---1970 does seem like yesterday.  And, 
despite the many disappointing set backs to the  
environmental movement, we have come a long 
way in 40 years---not the least of which is the con-
cept of Earth Keepers that brings a faith -based  
dimension to furthering the cause.  
 

 What has changed in 40 years?  Here is one per-
sonôs partial list of significant things, a list certainly 
not meant to be inclusive.  An interesting challenge 
would be for others to add their ideas that Earth 
Keepers can publicize. 
 

1. In 1970 all our curbside garbage, including 
paper, bottles and cans, went into one con-
tainer headed for a landfillðand yard waste 
was just that, unless we composted it our-
selves. 

2. In 1970 cruise passengers practiced their 
swing by hitting golf balls off the stern of 
ships as a ñfunò activity. (The balls were  

     gobbled up by dolphins and other marine 
creatures with often tragic consequences.) 

3. In 1970 most automobiles ran on leaded 
gasoline. 

4. In 1970 passengers could still smoke on air-
planesðand diners in almost every restau-
rant. 

5. In 1970 lead-based paint was still commonly 
used. 

6. In 1970 there were only a few nationally 
known persons like David Brower of the  

     Sierra Club speaking out on environmental 
issues. (Now one can read influential voices 
like Tom Friedman of the New York Times 
speaking out.  Have you read Hot, Flat and 
Crowded?) 

7. In 1970 who would have thought that in 2010 
we would see bald eagles nesting in the trees 
bordering Heritage Park --- or even have 
Heritage Park?

ò2010 Lenten Prayer Projectó 

           Lenten Thank You Jar 
 

The Season of Lent begins on Wednesday, February 17, (Ash Wednesday) and continues to 

Easter Sunday.  Lent is a quiet time in which we make space for reflection, prayer, and self -

examination. Our focus will be on prayer as we count the forty days of Lent.  We 

will count the ways God blesses us and we will count out our coins in thanksgiving 

for our blessings.  
 

Each of the 40 days during Lent,  

you can add coins to the jar in one of 3 different ways.  
 

 Add coins on each day of  Lent :   

 1 cent  the first day, 2 cents the second day, 3 cents the third day, . . .  

25 cents on the 25th day, etc and then 40 cents on the last day of Lent.   

AND/OR  

On each Sunday of Lent:   Add coins for each thing you are thankful for.     
 

Week #1 -- February 21 ~ First Sunday of Lent:  

Make a list of the good things God has given to you such as food, clean water, sunsets, music.  

Place a coin in the jar for every blessing named.  
 

Week #2 -- February 28 ~ Second Sunday of Lent  

Look at a book about the stars in the night sky.  How many constellations can you find in the 

book? Put a coin in the jar for each one named. Place another coin in the jar for each constellation 

you can spot in the night sky where you live.  
 

Week #3 -- February 7 ~ Third Sunday of Lent  

God refreshes us, like cool water quenches our thirst on a hot day. Notice how often you use  

water in any given day. Put a coin in the jar each time you turn on the tap, and say thank you for 

the gift of water.  
  
Week #4 -- March 14 ~ Fourth Sunday of Lent  

Put a coin in the jar when you experience an act of welcome, such as when someone smiles at 

you, invites you somewhere, holds a door open for you, invites you to sit down, offers you a meal, 

and so on. 
 

Week #5 - March 21 ~ Fifth Sunday of Lent  

    Put a coin in the jar for every act of kindness you witness this week.  
 

Week #6 -- March 28 ~ Sixth Sunday of Lent,  Palm Sunday  

Put a coin in the jar for every symbol of Holy Week that you can think of 

such as a palm leaf.  There are at least seven different

¶ Give one unit for each meal you have eaten today.  

¶ Give one unit for each hour you or an adult in  your household worked for pay today.  

¶ Give one unit for each pair of eyeglasses, contacts, and sunglasses your family owns.  

¶ Give one unit for each vaccination your family has received.  

¶ Give one unit for each tree around your church or home.  

¶ Give one unit for each year of formal schooling you have had.  

¶ Give two units in thanksgiving for the help people in developing countries have  

            received to start small business enterprises and help their families to become  

            self-sufficient.  

¶ Give one unit for each plant inside your home or church.  

¶ Give one unit for each carpeted room or hallway in your home or church.  

¶ Give one unit for each mother with infant/s in your church or neighborhood.  

¶ Give one unit for each time you peacefully visited the ocean, a lake, or a pond this past  

            year.  

¶ Give two units for each person you know who works in health care.   

¶ Give one unit for each child in your neighborhood.  

¶ Give one unit in thanksgiving for your treasured possessions.  

¶ Give one unit for each movie you have seen this month.   

¶ Give three units in thanksgiving if your home, school. or workplace has a clean restroom with 

running water.   

¶ Give one unit for each time this week you have been shown compassion.  

¶ Give one unit for each bed in your home.  

¶ Give one unit for every board game or video game your family owns.  

¶ Give one unit in honor of your pastor/s, church staff, and Christian Education  

            teachers.
