it at all, though it may be the oldest of the Holy

Week observances "Maundy" comes, possibly by way
of one or more European languages, from the Latin
"mandatum,” meaning "command.” The reference is
John 13:34: "A new command | give you: Love one
another. As | have loved you, so you must love one
another." Jesus spoke those words at the Last
Supper, which took place the Thursday before

Easter. Protestant churches that do observe Maundy
Thursday may offer a dramatic re -enactment of the
Last Supper or another special Communion service.

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Good News
from the Treasurer

Since our Congregational Meeting on January 31,
2010 KCCoé6s faithful ste
forward to narrow our budget deficit.  As of
February 14, 2010 our budget deficit has

narrowed to just $1,077! Thank you everyone for
your generosity. The current 2010 Budget has
been revised as follows:

Pledges for 2010 $124,028 7
Deficit Reduction Pledges $7,735
Other Income $88,811

Total Budgeted Income = $220,574

Total Budgeted Expense = $221,651

Please note that the Total Expenses of $221,651
represent a bare bones budget, including
reductions to nearly every expense category.
Additional pledges and/or budget deficit pledges
will give us some breathing room and also help
restore the general operating fund budget which
went negative in 2009.
